This Battery Box is designed to be used with the Nest Box or Bird Table
Camera as a long life battery operated power suplliakes 8 size D batter-
ies, either alkaline or rechargeable. It is alyeaduipped with a charging
circuit which is designed to recharge rechargedbliteries (if fitted) using
solar panels or wind generators.

2.1  Set up Battery Box for Operation

tem on batteries, fit 8 size “D” batterie
(either alkaline or rechargeable) into tt
battery holders (observing the polarit
marked on them), and carefully slid
them into the battery box, with the PP
style connectors on top.

If you plan to power the system using the mainsgrosupply (part of the Eco
Nest Box), you do not need to put the battery hsldeto the Battery Box.
Instead, connect the PP3 connector at the enced®dver Supply Unit to the
PP3 connector marked with a yellow band.

The Battery Box is already equipped to use solaefsaand/or wind genera-
tors, which simply connect to the white connectarghe circuit board.

Fit the cables entering the Battery Box throughdilele slot in the side of the
box, and secure them using one of the cable tmsged.

2.2 Use of the Mode Control Switch

The switch on the top of the Battery Box has 3 s, and switches the
system from off to one of two modes of operation;

“ECO” Economy Mode

In this mode, the light sensor in the battery bortwls the camera. It will
switch on in normal daylight and off when dark &ht, or vice versa. This
will save on battery usage and will be helpful duyonly want to watch for
part of the 24 hours. It is programmed to switobuad dawn and dusk, but
the exact switching point varies according to looahditions such as shade
and weather.

Whilst shut down, neither video nor audio is traitted from the camera.

If you are viewing the picture on your PC using ¢Enjoy Birds More by
PC” software, then, after a momentary pause, aggcthowing the view from
the camera before it switched off will normally bésplayed after it has
switched off although no audio will be heard.

If you are using a TV to view the pictures, youlwither see a still picture or

This setting switches the camera and microphonedroxontinuously, and
will take the most power out of the batteries.

Naturally, the batteries will not last as long wittis setting (their actual life
depends on several factors), so you may prefeséahe mains power supply
if you plan to operate the camera on this modéoiog periods.

2.3 Adjustment of Dusk / Dawn Switching

The Battery Box has a light sensor designed tockwthe camera on and off
at dawn and dusk, if the mode switch is set to "Ecbhe user can adjust the
light level at which the switching occurs, and algbether it is set to “day
time on” or “night time on”.

We have set the system to Day Time On, and a nesmiathing light level,
but it easy to adjust these settings as follows:

Light Level for Switching

1. Choose a time when the light level outside ésligvel at which you
want the system to switch.

2. Start with the system in the “OFF” state.

3. Turn it to “ECOQO”, and then immediately back OFF”.

4 The system should now be in “set” mode and &mera should switch
on and off 6 times to show it is waiting for you et the switching
point. If the camera doesn’t switch on and offrées, try from step 2
again.

5. Wait until after the 6 flashes, check that tightl level is the level at

which you want it to switch every morning and eveniand then

switch back to “ECO”.

You can now switch off or on as normal.

6. If it has flashed 3 times, this will show thathas entered the “Day
Time On” which means that when the system is rumniith the
switch set to ECO, the camera will turn on at dand off at dusk.

8. It will now have saved this setting until you geagain.
9. You can now switch off or on as normal.

The battery box is designed to be versatile, arsdahearrying handle incorpo-
rated at the top of the box.

It can be mounted on a tree or wall etc by screwdngailing through the

The Daylight Sensing Battery Box is designed torafeeon either batteries or
using the mains power supply unit which is paryatdir Eco Nest Box or Bird
Table Camera.

If using batteries, you will require 8 size “D” baties, either alkaline (ie nor-
mal throwaway batteries) or rechargeable (eithélor NiCad).
