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1. Introduction 
 

Thank you for selecting this Enjoy Birds More product.  This guide is in-
tended to help you enjoy and get the most out of the Enjoy Birds More by 
PC software.  Using this software, you will be able to use your PC or lap-
top to watch and  record images and videos of birds nesting in your nest 
box, or taken from other cameras used for watching wildlife. 
 
 The “Enjoy Birds More by PC” software application is a fully functional 
package which is specially adapted to work with the Enjoy Birds More 
range of wireless camera nest boxes.  It will also work well with most 
forms of video input, including pictures from other camera nest boxes, 
video recorders, video and digital cameras.  It will function with most 
computer video cards and USB converters.   
 
The main functions of the application are to display live video, and enable 
the user to take snapshots (Frames), and record video clips (Streams) and 
Time Lapse sequences.  It also functions as an archive of the user’s mate-
rial.  It has facilities for adding notes to each image/recording. 
  
The software has been designed to be easy to use without reference to 
these instructions.  This Guide is intended to supplement the on screen 
instructions and help users get the most out of the software. 

 
2. Getting Started 
 

First of all, please install your USB Converter onto your PC, or otherwise 
ensure that you have a working video source.  If you are using this soft-
ware as part of an Enjoy Birds More Package, or the PC Video Viewer, 
the instructions for setting up your USB Converter will be found as part of 
the Converter. 
 
Next, install the Enjoy Birds More b PC software onto your computer. 
 
Insert the Enjoy Birds More by PC software CD into the CD drive on your 
PC or laptop.  (Sorry, but the software is not designed to work on Apple 
Macs).  Select the CD drive.  A window will appear rather like the one on 
the next page: 
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Double click on Setup and then follow the instructions. 
 
Once you have successfully installed the software, take the CD out of 
the drive and store safely. 
 
The Enjoy Birds More icon will now be in the “Start” menu.   
 
If you would like it also shown on your desktop, you can click and 
drag a copy of it to there. 

 
3. Start the “Enjoy Birds More by PC” Software Package  

 
Double click the Enjoy Birds More icon, which you will find 
in the “Start” menu or on the desktop.   
 

Alternatively, you can start the package by double clicking on the program 
named “prjPegEnjoyBirds”, which you will find in the folder into which you 
loaded the software.   
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4. Running the “Enjoy Birds More by PC” Software  
 

The software is designed to be simple and intuitive to use, and the fol-
lowing comments are intended to complement the instructions from the 
program itself. 

 
After launching the program, you  will see a screen like this: 

 
The next section takes you in turn through each of the 7 buttons across 
the top of the window. 

 
4.1 Live Feed On / Off 
 

Press the “Live Feed On” button. 
 
The button will change to say “Live Feed Off”, and you will see a win-
dow as on the next page, displaying the view from the camera. 
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If you get an error message, check that your camera is working and 
your USB Converter has been set up and is working. 
 
If you still don’t see the inside of your nest box, you may have to 
make a few adjustments (please see “Options” ).   
 

4.2 Record Frame 
 
Each time you press the “Record Frame” button it will take a single 
photo of what is happening in the box. 

 
4.3 Record Stream 
 

Pressing “Record Stream” will start saving a video sequence.  This 
will be saved in the folder set according to the details you input un-
der “Options”.  Once you have started recording, it will stop re-
cording when it reaches the time limit (set by you from within 
“Options”), or sooner when you press the “Stream Off” button. 
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4.4 Time Lapse 
 

Pressing “Time Lapse” allows you to start and stop recording a sequence 
of time lapse frames.  This will be added to the folder you last highlighted 
in “Archived Time Lapse”. 

 
4.5 Archive 
 

This allows you to view and manage your collections of Frames, Streams 
and Time Lapse Sequences. 

 
Pressing “Archive”, “Archived Time Lapse” results in a window like this: 
 

 
This window allows you to highlight a particular time lapse sequence.  
You can then play it by pressing “Play TLS”.  Alternatively, using the 
arrows, you can move one frame at a time through the sequence. 
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For each sequence, you can add some text.  Press “Show Text” and 
you can check dates, see what you have already set up, and change it as 
you wish. 
 
If you select “Archived Frames” or “Archived Streams”, you will see a 
button “Upload Frame” or “Upload Stream” these are not applicable 
for this version of the software. 
 

 
4.6 Options 
 

This brings up a window which allows you to modify incoming video 
and audio, and many other settings. 

 
Make sure this window shows the correct Video Device you are using.  
This will generally be the USB Converter supplied as part of your 
Nesting Kit, but may differ if you have set up your own video card etc.  
 
If your software does not show the correct Video Device, Press 
“Done”, and then “Exit” to close the program, and then unplug the 
USB connector from your computer.  After a few moments, plug it 
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back in, and the computer should recognise it, and should either find 
the drivers, or ask you to re-install them.  If this happens, follow the 
instructions from the computer and with your USB Converter.  After 
this, start the Enjoy Birds More Program again, and the correct Video 
Device should be displayed. 

 
Towards the bottom of the window is the area for Disconnection 
Watch.  This is the part of the program which is specifically designed 
to work with the electronics in the Garden Nest Box or equivalent,  and 
save battery power.  When “Disconnection Check” is ticked, the pro-
gram is looking out to determine whether the nest box electronics have 
shut down due to a lack of movement in the nest box.  When a shut 
down is detected, the program (after a short pause) will display a still 
image of the nest box (and you will hear no audio), until the next 
movement is detected and the electronics start up again.  You can tog-
gle “Disconnection Check” on and off by clicking on the box.  When 
switched off, the picture shows exactly what it receives, so that when 
the nest box electronics shut down you will not see a picture.   
 
If you wish to adjust the sensitivity of this “Disconnection Check”, 
switch it off and then back on again.  A slider will appear as in the 
window shown over the page.  By dragging the slider from side to side 
you can adjust the point at which it switches, as shown on the next 
page.  
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To modify any of the picture attributes, press the “Configure” button, 
which will show a window which allows you to change the settings:  
Make sure the Video Standard both here and within “Stream Format” is 
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set to  “PAL_B”.  
 
From this window, you can also adjust the colour and brightness etc of 
your picture. 
 
If, on changing any of the properties, you get an error message like: 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

You may need to turn the “Live Feed” off and back on again, or alter-
natively close the program (press “Done” and “Exit”).  
 
If you select “Frames”, you will see a window like this: 
This allows you to select the quality of any frames you save.  The 

higher the quality, the larger the file size of each picture, and the more 
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disc space it will take up.  
 
Pressing  “Streams” will result in a window like this: 
It will be worth setting the streams to compress video. 

 
Although you can save and upload videos with no compression, they 
use considerable amounts of disc space and will take a longer than 
necessary  to upload to the Web site. 
 
To set up compression, click on the arrow alongside “VIDEO Com-
pression”.  This will bring up a list of compression options depending 
on your computer and how it has been set up.  It is only by trial and 
error that you will be able to find which options work (often even if an 
option is listed, when you select it, it will not be available), and which 
are most effective.  You can compare how effective the options are at 
compressing by saving a number of (say) 10 second streams using dif-
ferent options.  You will normally find the streams saved in the folder: 
 
C:\Program Files\Enjoy Birds More\Streams (for Windows versions up 
to XP) 
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Or 
 
C:\Users\[Your Name]\AppData\Local\VirtualStore\Program 
Files\EnjoyBirdsMore\Streams (for Windows Vista) 
 
You can check the size of the files using Windows, and see which op-
tions are more effective at saving space.   
 
This option: “Indeo Video 5.10 Compression Filter” is one of the most 
effective, so if it is available on your PC, you may like to try it. 
 
 
 
 
It may be that once you have 
selected certain compression op-
tions and try to save a stream, 
you get an error message like 
this: 

 
 
 
In this case, the compression option you have selected will not work, 
and you will need to exit from Enjoy Birds More by PC and re-start the 
software before continuing. 

 
To hear the audio from the Nest Box, you will need to ensure that your 
PC’s audio system (with any drivers) is working properly, and select 
the appropriate “AUDIO Device”.  This will be the PC’s own audio 
system if you are connecting audio direct to the sound card or equiva-
lent.  Tick the “Listen” box as on the window below.

Selecting  “Timelapse” will result in a window like: 
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With Time Lapse photography, you can arrange for your computer to 
take a photo on a regular basis.  This screen allows you to set the inter-
val between frames, and to set up names for separate sequences of 
frames.   
 
To add a sequence, press “Add Sequence”, and type in a name for your 
sequence (eg “Nesting”).  This will result in a window similar to this 
one: 

 
 
To remove a sequence, click on the name of the sequence to highlight 
it, and press “Delete Sequence”. 
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Selecting “Internet” brings up a window like this: 

This facility is disabled for this version of the software.

This provides information about the software package, including its 
version. 

 
5. Miscellaneous 
 
5.1 Picture Continuity with the Garden Nest Box and equivalents 
 

When the Nest Box is operating in Standard Mode, the electronics will 
partially close down after a period when no movement is detected.  At 
the point of closing down, the picture displayed on the computer may 
flicker momentarily, and will then continue to display the nest box 
view received before the movement stopped.  For the period of the 
close down, audio will be interrupted.  These are not malfunctions, but 
are designed to maximise battery life. 
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Occasionally, the picture you receive may disappear, but it should re-
turn next time movement is detected.  If you wish to avoid this, you 
could run the nest box on continuous (CONT) mode for a while, or 
toggle “Disconnection Check” off (see section 4.6).  

 
5.2 Uploading photos and videos to the Internet 
 

If you wish to share your saved Frames, Streams or Time Lapse Se-
quences by uploading them to any of the photo etc sharing web sites, 
you will find them saved at: 
 
Versions of Windows up and including Windows XP: 
 
C:\Program Files\EnjoyBirdsMore\Stills  
 
C:\Program Files\EnjoyBirdsMore\Streams 
 
Or C:\Program Files\EnjoyBirdsMore\TimeLapse. 
 
If you are using Windows Vista, you can find the files by going  to the 
folder C:\Program Files\EnjoyBirdsMore.  From here, click on the 
“Compatability Files” tab (you may need to make the window wider to 
ensure this tab is visible).  This will then display the 3 folders: Stills, 
Streams and TimeLapse.   
 
Normally the location of these files will be: 
 
C:\Users\[Your Name]\AppData\Local\VirtualStore\Program 
Files\EnjoyBirdsMore

Why not accessorise your equipment to extend its 
capabilities and make it do exactly what you want? The following accessories are 
some of those available for our nest boxes and cameras: 

Video to USB Converter (A37) 

This small converter hardware allows you to feed pictures of your nest or 
wildlife straight into your computer. No need to install any hardware inside 
the computer.  

Daylight Sensing Battery Box (A32)  

Accessorise the Eco Nest Box to give it very long battery life, dusk/dawn 
switching, use of rechargeable batteries and also site the batteries away 
from the nest box in a convenient position for changing/switching.  
Wooden Battery Box with translucent lid matches Eco Nest Box. 

Battery to Camera Extension Cable (A33)  

Extend the distance from your battery or battery box to the Eco Nest Box 
or Wildlife Camera.  Convenient battery changing and avoid disturbance 
when changing batteries.  

Control/ Battery Extension Cable (A34)  

Extend the distance between the Electronic Battery Box and the Nest Box 
on your Garden Nest Box.
